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New Delhi : India has been

promoting an all-inclusive

education  model in schools in

recent years. Post-

independence students of any

gender, belief system,

community, class, caste, or

individual with special needs

or disabilities were assured to

be provided with an equal

opportunity to receive a high-

quality education. 

The  government periodically

introduced a number of

initiatives and programmes

for girls, children from

scheduled castes and tribes, as

well as children from other

underprivileged groups,

minorities, economically

disadvantaged classes,

children with various

physical and mental

disabilities, etc., into formal or

non-formal education. These

objectives were achievable

due to missions like National

Education Mission – Sakshar

Bharat, National Education

Misson – Sarva Shiksha

Abhiyan SSA, National

Education Mission –

Rashtriya Madhyamik

Shiskha Abhiyan (RMSA),

National Education Mission

– Teachers Training, Mid Day

Meal, Mahila Samakhya,

Strengthening for providing

quality Education in

Madrassas ( SPQEM) etc. 

To encourage the

integration of kids from all

different backgrounds,

provisions were also

developed for Merit-Cum-

Means scholarships, hostel

infrastructure, various access

options, etc. in the educational

system. Although attempts to

promote the integration of

students from all

backgrounds in the

educational system is

significant. Yet both the

education industry in general

and society as a whole are yet

to achieve inclusive

education goals. The issue of

transgender student literacy,

higher education, acceptance,

inclusion, and retention in

schools needs immediate

focus. These kids are

mistreated and left out, which

causes psychological, social

distortions and unpleasant

circumstances. 

The social acceptance of

transgender people on an

equal footing with other

people, including women and

men in general and pupils in

particular in schools, has been

severely hampered. Breaking

down such barriers has never

been a simple process; in

order to do so, society must be

made aware of the issue, the

school environment must be

prepared, and teachers and

other staff members must be

involved. Being the country's

premier organization for

school education, NCERT

has always pushed for

change. The teachers, school

administrators, parents,

students, and other

stakeholders in the

educational system through

various educational

interventions of researches,

and production of textual,

curricular, and training

materials. One such

programme aims to educate

the education system on the

need of including transgender

children, especially in light of

the Transgender Persons

(Protection of Rights) Act

2019's extensive mention of

their inclusion through

education in its constitutional

provisions. In order to address

this issue, the Department of

Gender Studies at NCERT

has been gathering

information, creating case

studies, reading materials,

etc., and incorporating it into

the training materials already

in use. The development of a

Module has been done in

response to the perception that

there is an urgent need for

educating not only teachers

but also all other parties

involved in school education

across all states. A new

module on include

transgender students in

schools has been developed

by a newly formed 16-

member committee at the

National Council of

Educational Research and

Training (NCERT) one year

after the removal of the

previous document. The

training programme, with the

title ‘Integrating Transgender

Concerns in Schooling

Processes,’ addressed

transgender issues and

offered teaching strategies to

create an inclusive

environment in educational

facilities. The new module

draws attention to the

challenges faced by trans

students and recommends

ongoing workshops, outreach

initiatives, and non-gender-

conforming gender-neutral

school uniforms to foster a

supportive environment.

As per the guidelines of the

University Grants

Commission (UGC),

students are now allowed

to pursue two degrees

simultaneously under

the dual degree

program. The provision

of the programme was

first announced in 2012

and modified in 2016, but

the Government of India

has granted permission

for dual degrees in

April 2022.

Now that it

is possible

t o

graduate with two degrees, as

per the "dual degree"

programme format, one can

pursue two different degrees

from either two universities

or the same university. With

the ease of availability,

students can pursue dual

degrees in any subject area. 

The latest facts about dual

degrees in India include the

consideration of doing one

degree by attending on-

campus lectures and another

degree through ODL (open

and distance learning) or OL

(online learning), and while

pursuing dual degrees,

students need to meet the

minimum attendance

criteria. All these guidelines

will be followed starting in

the academic year 2023.

These programmes are not

mandatory but are an option

for education enthusiasts.

Moreover, these guidelines

are applicable for post-

graduate and undergraduate

degrees, not for PhD

programmes.

Students will get wide

exposure across universities,

industries, and corporate

sectors. Upgradation of

knowledge and skills is now

possible with the ODL/OL

mode and periodic refresher

courses. Adopting the dual

degree method will also help

reach out to more students

and attract foreign students to

India. This, in turn, is

expected to enhance the

ranking of institutions both

nationally and

internationally. A dual degree

is a student-friendly format.

If one is passionate about his

academic and career goals,

simultaneously pursuing two

degrees will offer different

benefits, as the most crucial

benefit of enrolling in dual

degree programmes is that

one would complete two

degrees within the period in

which other students would

have achieved a single

degree. Because both courses

are studied at the same

schools affiliated with the

same university, there is an

ease of navigation in studies

and other related

activities.All these aspects

put together save a lot of time,

which can be channelled into

extracurricular activities. If

one were to pursue a degree

in engineering and then a

degree in business

administration, the time

commitment would be six

years or more.By choosing a

dual degree program, he/she

saves three years and obtains

both degree certificates in a

relatively short period of

time.Students can choose the

dual degree programme

based on the courses offered

by the universities. Most of

the students opt for dual

degree programmes because

of the stark differences

between the courses they are

interested in learning, which

cannot be encompassed

within a single

discipline. Having an

interest in both and

being able to do both

c o u r s e s

s i m u l t a n e o u s l y

makes the learning

process fun. By

concentrating on both

courses at the

same time,

the student improves his

multitasking abilities.The

fact that they completed two

courses simultaneously

becomes a plus point on their

CV too, as their employer

would be convinced of their

multitasking

skills.

New Delhi: Delhi

University will set up a

Centre for Independence and

Partition Studies. The main

objective of  the centre will be

to promote the study of those

people and events that are

mostly ‘disregarded’ and

‘forgotten’  or  have received

a ‘biased’ or ‘prejudiced’

treatment in history writing.

The details of the

constitution of the centre

were placed before the

academic council during a

meeting. “The centre as a

multidisciplinary centre shall

focus on different facets of

the struggle for freedom, the

reasons and the impact of

Partition. In due course of

time, it will emerge as a

specialised resource centre to

facilitate such studies,” read

the concept note about the

centre. Several stories that

seldom find space in

mainstream historical

narratives will be highlighted

through the centre even in the

languages listed under the

eighth schedule of the

Constitution and local

dialects. The centre will be

facilitating a full

investigation of the intense

politics during the Partition

and undertake an exercise to

map the location and other

details of the victims,

including the route of

migration. It will also aim at

revisiting the lives of these

victims by conducting

interviews and creating a

repository of oral history

transcripts. Setting up of a

digital library is also a part of

the proposal document.

New Delhi :A total of  8.6 lakh

candidates have registered for

the JEE (Main) 2023 January

session, down by over 6,000

aspirants from the 2022 July

session. Male aspirants

continue to dominate,

accounting for over 6 lakh, or

nearly 70%, of the registered

candidates. However, for the

first time, women  account for

over 30% of the candidates,

although the increase in

absolute numbers is marginal

compared to 2022, i.e., from

2.5 lakh to 2.6 lakh.

Category-wise, the

percentage of general

candidates has dropped from

last year, from 41.8% to

38.3% this time. On the other

hand, the percentage of

candidates is up from 35.7%

to 37.1% for the OBC

category and from 9% to

11.6% for the general-

economically weaker section

(GEN-EWS) category.

State-wise, at 1,03,039, or

nearly 12% of total

registrations, Maharashtra

leads with the highest number

of aspirants, followed by UP

at 99,714 (11.6%) and Andhra

Pradesh at 91,799 (10.6%).

Only two other states —

Telangana (86,840) and

Rajasthan (59,641) — have

more than 50,000

registrations. Among cities,

Delhi leads with 36,530

aspirants, followed by

Hyderabad/ Secunderabad

(32,246) and Kota (24,253).

The new policy will go into

effect in the academic year 2022-23.  A

student can pursue two academic

programmes, one in full time physical mode

and another in Open and Distance learning

(ODL) or online mode, or up to two ODL or

online programmes simultaneously. Degree

or diploma programmes under ODL or

online mode shall be pursued with only those

HEIs that are recognised for running such

programmes by the UGC, the Statutory

Council, or the Government of India. Degree

or diploma programmes under these

guidelines shall be governed by the

regulations notified by the UGC and also by

the respective statutory/professional

councils, wherever applicable. 

Women Account for...
The entrance test for admission to

engineering, architecture and planning

undergraduate courses in centrally-funded

institutions like NITs and IIITs as well as the

eligibility test for JEE (Advanced) for

admission to IITs will commence from

Tuesday. While the National Testing Agency

(NTA) in its December notification stated

January 31 was the last date of exam, the latest

notification issued Saturday said there will be

no test on January 27 and the exam will be on

February 1 for Paper 1 (for BTech/ BE

programmes).

According to NTA, the test will be

conducted in 290 cities across the country and

18 cities outside India, including Washington

DC, Moscow, Hong Kong, Singapore and

Dubai. The exam will be conducted in 13

languages. The computer-based multiple-

choice test (except for Paper 3) will be

conducted in two sessions each day.

It also seeks to dispel stereotypes and

taboos related to the transgender population.

According to the draught, students in sixth

grade and up frequently have different

clothing preferences, including school

uniforms, and may not feel comfortable

wearing a particular uniform, citing the fact

that many students wear shirts and pants for

uniforms that are both comfortable and

androgynous.

The draught highlights the numerous

difficulties faced by trans children and

students, including emotional, physical, and

behavioral trauma, coming to terms with one's

own sexuality, using restrooms and wearing

uniforms, mocking and bullying, sexual abuse

and molestation, and selecting a character or

role in a school play. It suggests setting up

outreach programmes through parent-teacher

conferences that emphasize gender diversity

in order to solve these problems, and it also

suggests holding regular workshops to further

popularize the principles of self-affirming

practices and policies. The programme

stresses the need of not using gender-based

discrimination when hiring academic, non-

academic, and housekeeping workers, and it

recommends including a transgender

category on application forms and on all

certificates for courses taken.

New Delhi : Maharishi

Dayanand Saraswati was a

great scholar who throughout

his life continued studying

and writing on different

subjects, including political,

economic, social, and above

all, the values of human life.

Maharishi gave us a treasure

of knowledge through his

preaching and writings.

Maharishi wrote about 66

books, but only 34 could be

published during his lifetime;

the rest were published after

his death.

Swami Dayanand puts

emphasis on the view that

education (shiksha) is that

which helps one acquire

knowledge, culture,

righteousness, tone control,

and other such merits and

eradicates ignorance and evil

habits. He suggested the

multifaceted nature,

perfection, and significance

of humanism and

rationalism.

Swami Dayananda is the

most prominent rationalist

among contemporary Indian

proponents. On the one hand,

he was a staunch supporter of

the Vedas and other holy

texts, but his overall

approach was rationalist. He

never accepted anything

without considering its

advantages and

disadvantages. Satyartha

Prakash, his magnum opus,

is eloquent evidence of his

rationalism. Pointing out the

object of this great work,

Dayananda wrote, "There is

not the remotest idea of

hurting the feelings of any

person, either directly or

indirectly, but on the contrary,

the book proposes that men

should distinguish truth from

falsehood." Thus, "none but

the practising of truth is the

cause of the improvement of

the human family." These

words express both his

rationalism and humanism.

As is clear from the below

description of the principal

work of Dayananda, like a

true humanist, he aimed for

the progress of humanity on

the path of happiness.

Therefore, it was in keeping

with this end that Dayananda

presented his gospel.

According to Swami

Dayananda, education

imparts true and real

knowledge about the master,

tone, development, and

welfare of all living beings. In

other words, it should

inculcate a spirit of service

and helping others. In this

way, according to Swami Ji,

education is the supreme and

most important moral

process for the development

of humanity. Swami

Dayananda says, "A man

without education is only a

man in name." "It is a man's

duty to get an education,

become righteous, be free of

malignancy, and preach for

the well-being of all people

while advancing the cause of

righteousness."

Price and discipline are

extremely important in a

child's education. Admitting

the cerebral significance of

price and discipline,

Dayananda considered them

to be an important part of

every education. Discipline,

according to him, should be

oral as much as possible and

not carnal. The child learns

through the system of prices

and corrections. He repeats

those acts that lead to prices

and doesn't commit those

acts again that affect

discipline. Dayananda easily

laid down the means for the

moral education of the

children. Moral education

involves the stimulation of

merits on the one hand and

the despondency of vices on

the other. The parents and the

preceptors should

themselves present high

ideals. Therefore, in brief, the

child "should try to acquire

merits and duck vices

associated with the good and

avoid the wicked."

According to Swami

Dayanand, a man becomes

learned only when he has

three proper preceptors: the

mother, the father, and the

school teacher. Blessed is that

family, and the child whose

mother and father are

equipped with righteousness

and literacy. Swami Ji

advocates explosively that all

women should get education.

Great significance is given

to the part of the school

teacher by Swami

Dayanand. The preceptors

are to be learned, of good

character, and devoted to

their task. There's no room for

arrogant preceptors who

aren't devoted to their task.

There has to be a close

relationship, like that of a

father and son, between the

school teacher and his pupil.

Dayanand was a strict

disciplinarian and believes in

taking strong action against

preceptors and pupils who

broke the rules of the

academy.

Dayananda preferred the

mother tongue and the

Sanskrit language in the

ancient Indian tradition. He

explosively argued for

Sanskrit as the medium of all

advanced education. He

wrote in detail about the class

and tutoring styles for literacy

and learning Sanskrit.

The discussion of the

gospel of education

presented by Dayananda

leads one to the conclusion

that his end was education for

perfection. He worked

tirelessly toward this goal,

occasionally presenting

schemes that were far from

feasible and demanding

standards and merits that the

named person could not

achieve. He demanded a

veritably high standard of

character and conduct. He

wanted to realise round-by-

round perfection.

Multisided Class A perusal

of the class given in Satyartha

Prakash unstintingly clarifies

the fact that Dayananda

aimed at the perfection of

man through education. It's

due to his anxiety about

achieving an all-around and

utmost comprehensive

perfection of man that he

specified such a detailed

class, which may appear too

wide in the ultramodern age

of specialization, but if one

remembers the fact that

technical knowledge

always creates a one-sided

personality and never a

total perfection, one may

be able to appreciate

Dayananda’s point. It's

inarguable that the scheme of

education presented by

Dayananda is too rigorous

and beyond the capacity of

most males and females in

the present time.

Dayananda showed his

humanistic tendency in his

strong condemnation of all

superstitions, unscientific

beliefs, eternities, and

deceptions. In his support of

wisdom and the scientific

outlook, he was more

positive than numerous

contemporary positivists.

He was among the

foremost rationalists to

emphasise the use of reason

in every field of mortal life.

While on the one hand, he

had absolute respect for the

Vedas, whom he considered

to be godly, on the other hand,

he advised everyone to

distinguish truth from

falsehood using rational

criteria and to accept only that

which is supported by sound

sense. Therefore, if a

commodity appears to be out

of date in his scheme of

education, that hardly

detracts from its value, since

what's important isn't the

detailed scheme but the

wisdom behind it.

Dayanand’s educational

gospel is similar to Vedic

gospel, although his

interpretation of Vedic gospel

is unique. When he first

preached his assignment,

the most pressing need

was to protect

Hinduism and the

gospel from Muslim

and Christian aggression. He

saved Hindu society. He

defended ancient Hindu

values against the influence

of Muslim and Christian

societies, and he attempted to

preserve traditional modes of

thought. His ideas on

education's significance for

contemporary educational

gospel The

donation of Swami

Dayanand towards the

gospel and practise of

education is noteworthy.

There is no denying that the

history of education in

modern India would be

incomplete without

mentioning his generous

contribution.

He introduced a complete

overhaul of the education

system and is often

considered one of the

visionaries of modern

India. The DAV

(Dayanand Anglo-

Vedic) schools came into

existence in 1886  to

realise the vision of

he Corona virus has

struck again in many

countries around the

world, and the situation

appears to be out of control.

The Corona virus has struck

again in many countries

around the world, including

China.

In late December 2019, an

outbreak of mysterious

pneumonia characterised by

fever, dry cough, fatigue, and

occasional gastrointestinal

symptoms happened in a

seafood wholesale wet

market, the Huanan Seafood

Wholesale Market, in

Wuhan, Hubei, China. India

is among the 15 most-

affected economies due to the

coronavirus epidemic. The

deadly contagious disease

struck India in three waves.

People used to die in large

numbers, and no country’s

medical system is capable of

dealing with it unless systems

are put in place to prevent the

virus from infecting more

people. COVID-19 is a

disease caused by the SARS-

CoV-2 virus. This virus has

shown itself to be very

contagious and has a short

incubation period in humans.

Treatment in terms of a cure

is elusive. The worst of its

aggression will tone down

after taking a toll on hundreds

of thousands of elders and

twisting the world economy

like never before. Humans

would then learn to live with

the virus as if it were a nasty

flu bug that came around

every season.

I suspect that COVID-19

will still be going strong in

2023. COVID-19 will

probably have developed

variants that are immune to

the vaccine, and the

seriousness of the disease is

becoming worse with every

variant. Only with collective

efforts can we stop the spread

of the disease. This makes it

necessary to develop and

distribute a whole new

vaccine and start all over, and

I think we can expect to see

COVID-19 around for

another decade.

With COVID infections

once again surging in several

countries, especially in

China, which saw over 250

million cases in just 20 days

in December, fresh COVID

wave fears linger across the

world, including in India.

While the BF.7 variant of the

Omicron virus is a cause for

concern in China and India,

the Omicron subvariant XBB

accounts for 18.3 percent of

the COVID-19 cases in the

United States, according to

the US CDC. This marks an

increase of 11.2 percent as the

XBB variant continues to

drive up cases in Singapore.

Omicron subvariants BQ.1

and BQ.1.1 accounted for

about 70 percent of new cases

in the US. The transmission

of the virus in India and the

level of immunity acquired

through previous vaccination

and community transmission

will also influence its

potential to become endemic.

However, it seems unlikely

that there will be significant

new outbreaks or that the

virus will become endemic in

the next 2–3 months. These

data show that it's not going to

end anytime soon. We have to

learn to live with it keeping in

mind the necessary

precautions to be taken.

Nobody knows when

COVID-19 will come to an

end.

New Delhi : Due to rapid

progress in the field of

digitization, digital frauds

involving cards and the

internet increased during the

six-month period ending

September 2022.According

to Reserve Bank of India

(RBI) data, 2,331 fraud cases

involving Rs 87 crore were

reported by banking entities

during the six-month period,

as opposed to 1,532 frauds

involving Rs 60 crore.

UPI Frauds
It is widely acknowledged

that UPI is the most common

way to make day-to-day

payments in India. Now, a lot

of people are still foreign to

the concept, but some

marketplaces that allow

people to sell pre-owned

belongings are starting to see

an influx of UPI fraud. This

is how it goes: Users put up

an ad for, let’s say, a sofa. A

potential buyer (scammer)

messages the user saying that

they are on board with the

deal, negotiates slightly (to

appear genuine), and then

asks whether they can

"book" the product by

paying online. The user

happily agrees and asks the

buyer to send the money. The

scammer asks for the seller’s

UPI ID to transfer the

decided amount. Now,

instead of transferring the

amount, the scammer

generates a UPI request that

goes straight to the seller.

Scam Using QR Codes
The widespread QR Code

scam has made its way into

India as more and more

people start using

smartphones and online

payments in general. In a

circular by the RBI, it is

stated that customers are

frequently contacted by men

under a variety of guises and

convinced to use the

banking applications on

their phones to scan QR

codes, and the moment users

scan the code, they

unknowingly authorise

money transfers into the

scammer’s bank account.

Debit/Credit Card Frauds

Frauds related to cards and

digital transactions are always

evolving. Credit and debit

card frauds are increasingly

becoming common. Most

people fall victim to frauds

such as cloning, phishing,

cyberstalking, identity theft,

malware attacks, email

spoofing, cyber extortion, and

loss from IT theft.

According to the data of the

National Payments

Corporation of India (NPCI),

last year, when one of India’s

largest financial breaches took

place, 90 ATMs were

impacted and a minimum of

641 customers lost around Rs

1.3 crore in fraudulent

transactions.

Remote Access and Screen Sharing Frauds
We have seen the elderly and people new to online banking get

victimised due to remote takeovers of their devices. Fraudsters usually

pose as bank employees, looking to enable a certain service or resolve an

error on your phone. They will warn you about the consequences and

threats to your bank account if they don’t resolve the issue. Post haste, they

end up following the instructions given by the fraudster and end up

installing a remote access/screen sharing app. As soon as you give them

access, scammers get to work by acquiring sensitive information such as

OTPs, saved passwords, and banking credentials.

Scam of Phishing Links
Users can be duped by fraudsters who create impersonating

websites that look like real entities.Users new to online

transactions and e-commerce can fail to identify such

websites and end up completing transactions only to receive

nothing in return. It is common to receive the URLs of such

websites on messaging apps and social media. Fraudsters also

use bulk messaging services to broadcast SMS to

unsuspecting users.
